While in Philiatra
the police arrested a 17 year old girl who,
with friends, had stolen a car.

We must also be on our guard in front
of ATMs. Being absorbed in political
conversation the €50 note may fly from
our hands before we realise what
happened. Then last but not least, never
put your wallet in your back pocket.

My Friend Apostolis

Apostolis is a childhood friend who immigrated to the
USA after his military service. He worked very hard
initially as a washer of plates and later as a civil engineer
in Manhattan.

He never forgot his village and friends and whenever
possible he would visit us along with his Italian wife and
three children, all fluent in Greek. In May he gave me a
ring as he was thinking of cancelling his journey to the
village due to the bad reports he was getting from the
television, the radio and the press about Greece. |
convinced him to come which he did with his entire
family.

He was upset during his first days here with the
queues in the banks and the ATMs but after a few
glasses of ‘moonshine’ and the recounting of old stories
he found his usual self and started enjoying himself.

On the day of Saint llias we went to Kaplani to the
fiesta of the village. Astonished by the long queue
Apostolis asked if everybody was lining up to get some
money. | informed him that they were waiting to buy pork-
‘gournopula’, seven animals disappeared in no time at all.

Around fifteen men worked frantically serving the
crowd. “Where do all these men come from?” asked my
friend. They are all Albanians we were told by our friend
Giorgos. No Greek will do this kind of work.

A few days later | received a call from Apostolis from
the States, “So long as in Kaplani Albanians do the jobs
there is no hope for Greece” he told me in anger. | am
seriously considering the truth of his words.

We got scared

On 21th June the Prime Minister informed the
Greek people that there would be a referendum on
the terms proposed by the European Union on the
bankrupt Greece whether we agreed with them or
not.

A rush to get as much money out of the banks
as possible followed. On Sunday 28th June the
A.T.M of Pereos Bank stopped giving any money.
The following day the banks remained closed and
a chill spread everywhere. People got scared and
the supermarket shelves emptied and those with
cards waited patiently outside the banks to get the
50 to 60 Euros of daily allowance.

The situation since then has continued along
the same lines and yet no big-shot of a politician
has talked about those who have no money in the
bank and so they don't stand around the banks.
These people, and there are many, have really felt
on their very skin unemployment, insecurity,
poverty and despair. These are the people who
when they feel their power will turn the world
upside-down.
