Eleni Calenos - soprano

Internationally acclaimed, soprano Eleni Calenos has captured critics’ and
audiences' admiration for the clarity, warmth and beauty of her voice and her
dignified interpretations. Her operatic repertoire includes more than thirty roles,
many of which she has performed repeatedly (Mimi: “La Bohéme”, Cio-Cio San:
“Madama Butterfly”, Tosca, Suor Angelica, Liu: “Turandot”, Donna Anna kai Donna
Elvira: “Don Giovanni”, Contessa: “Le Nozze di Figaro”, Nedda: “I Pagliacci”,
Desdemona: “Otello”, Micaela: “Carmen” etc.). Her concert music repertoire is
equally rich and versatile (Verdi Requiem, Brahms Requiem, Beethoven 9th
symphony, Barber’s Knoxville: Summer of 1915, etc.). She has collaborated with
numerous opera companies and symphony orchestras (Palm Beach Opera,
Glyndebourne (U.K), Staatstheater Wiesbaden, Zomeropera (Belgium), Austin
Opera, Tulsa Opera, Sarasota Opera, Lancaster Symphony, Mid America
Productions, Madison Opera, Glimmerglass, Greek National Opera, Athens State
Orchestra, Thessaloniki State Orchestra, etc.).

She obtained a cello performance diploma from the Municipal Conservatory of
her native Thessaloniki, and a vocal performance diploma from the National
Conservatory of Athens. She has a master of arts degree in voice from Queens
College City University of New York, and was the recipient of a scholarship at the
Opera Institute of Boston University. She’s been the centre of attention for critics of
the international press such as: New York Times, Wall Street Journal, Opera News,
Boston Globe, New Yorker etc. Her recordings include Mascagni’s "Zanetto" with
Odyssey Opera, George Tsontakis’ "Mirologhia" (KOCH label), and the recent
archival recording of the operetta “War in War” by Samaras, by the Greek National
Opera.



Dionyssis Mallouchos - piano

A graduate of the Athens Conservatory (piano class of Georges Arvanitakis), he
has won scholarships from the “Alexander S. Onassis” and “Bakala” Foundations.
He completed his studies at the Franz Liszt Academy in Budapest with Istvan and
Marta Gulyas. Dionyssis Mallouhos has developed several activities during the last
thirty five years: piano performer, TV and Radio producer, redactor of musical
articles, pedagogue, administrator in cultural organizations and artistic director for
several music festivals.

He has given recitals and performed chamber music concerts in major concert
halls all over Greece and abroad. As a soloist he has performed with, among others,
the Athens State Orchestra, the Athens Camerata, the Athens Municipal Symphony
Orchestra, the Thessaloniki Municipal Symphony Orchestra and the Franz Liszt
Chamber Orchestra of Budapest.

He has recorded solo piano and chamber music works for the Greek State TV
and Radio, as well as LPs and CDs (for EMI, SONY, Subways Music, IRIDA
Classical, UTOPIA-Mikri Arktos). He was head of Radio 3 (Third Program), the
classical music station of the Greek State Radio (2016-2018), where he was also a
producer and presenter of a daily broadcast since 2003 (“Tous les Matins du Trito”).

He teaches piano at the Attikon Conservatory in Athens from 1991, gives
masterclasses in Athens, Thessaloniki, Kozani, Naoussa, Volos, Sifnos,
Herakleion/Creta and he is the coordinator of the post-graduate course “Music
without borders”.

He was co-founder of the chamber music ensemble “Eptaihon” (2013).

Also he was visiting piano and chamber music instructor at Académie de Jeunes
Solistes (direction: violinist Christophe Boulier, Mézin/Aquitaine/France).

As a member of the international nominating committee he was among 26 judges
from 25 different countries for the Classical:NEXT Innovation Award (prestigious
global annual musical award). He taught Music at the Drama School of the National
Theatre of Greece (2007 — 2015) and served as director of the Kalamata Municipal
Conservatory from 2009 to 2015.

He is a graduate of the Greek National Technical University with a degree in
Chemical Engineering. He also holds a master’s degree from the National and
Kapodistrian University of Athens in Music Culture and Communication
(Departments of Music Studies - Communication and Media Studies).
