Joséphine Solus - soprano

Passionate about opera singing since her youngest age, Joséphine Solus quickly joined
the Maitrise (the children’s choir) of Radio France, where she sang a large repertoire
ranging all the way from baroque period up to contemporary music.

After turning eighteen and becoming a member of the adult choir of the Center of
Baroque Music of Versailles, she refined her repertoire, developing a focus on French
baroque music.

Her years of studies led her to develop herself as a chorister and also as a soloist. She
has sung for instance Diana’s role in the pastoral opera “Amarillis”, written by André
Campra. She has participated in concerts, recordings and radio broadcasts in prestigious
venues such as the Philharmonie de Paris, the Théatre des Champs Elysées, the Grand
Auditorium of Radio France (Maison de la Radio), the ancient Roman Theatre of Orange in
Vaucluse and the Royal Chapel of the Castle of Versailles.

This experience enabled her to work with great conductors like Sofi Jeannin, Mikko
Franck, Kent Nagano, Simone Young, Alexis Kossenko, Emmanuelle Haim and with the
National and Philharmonic Orchestras of Radio France, and with baroque ensembles such
as Ensemble Pygmalion (directed by Raphaél Pichon) and the Helsinki Baroque Orchestra.

Currently Joséphine continues her singing studies in Versailles.

La Vertuosa Compagnia de’ Musici di Roma

The Vertuosa Compagnia de’ Musici di Roma is an early music ensemble that brings
together musicians who have focused their professional activities on the historically
informed performance of the Renaissance and Baroque repertoire. Its name comes from
the famous community of musicians who, in the second half of the 16th century, gave life to
the renowned National Academy of St. Cecilia in Rome.

The ensemble presents renowned masterpieces of the Renaissance, Baroque, and
early Classical periods, with reinterpretations of rarely heard compositions and the first
performances of recently discovered musical works.

Vertuosa Compagnia’s programs are characterized by their creative vitality: each
concert is an expression of a society, an era, a place, an identity. Music is culture and fairy
tale.

With “Musique pour le Furioso” (Musica per Roma Foundation), the ensemble



celebrated the 500th anniversary of the first edition of Ludovico Ariosto’s “Orlando
Furioso”; at Villa d’Este (Tivoli) with a series of four concerts inspired by the main
themes of the opera. With the event “Ni Animaux, Ni Anges” (Ministry of Cultural
Heritage), it recalled and promoted the figure of Pic de la Mirandole, narrating his life
and works through music. The concerts at the Palazzo Farnese di Caprarola (Polo
Museale del Lazio - ArtCity) provided an opportunity to reveal the alchemical mysteries
of the architects: inspired by the famous ceiling of the Hall of the Spheres, the music
recalled Kepler and his work “Harmonices Mundi” (1619), the harmony of the spheres.
Throughout its twenty years of activity, the ensemble has maintained a steady interest
in French Baroque music and its interactions with Italian culture: a precious and refined
language with a unique, emblematic, and at the same time surprisingly unconventional
style. The most recent research project is dedicated to Charles-Frédéric-Grégoire de La
Ferté, one of the King's twenty-four violinists, whose ensemble recorded the world
premiere of the first part of the collection of twelve sonatas “for violin and bass”.
In addition to their concert activities, the founding members of the ensemble are
involved in teaching and organizing musicological research activities, in collaboration
with the universities “La Sapienza” and Roma Tre in Rome, the Catholic University of the
Sacred Heart in Milan, and the ISIA (Higher Institute of Artistic Industries) in Rome
and Pescara. These collaborations have led to the publication of articles and publications
by Springer, World Scientific, and Il Mulino, which deal with specific issues of early music,
particularly those related to the practice of improvisational music and basso continuo, from
a systemic and phenomenological perspective.
