He was born in 1974 in Corfu island (Greece).
He is an Alumnus of Athens Conservatory in the class of Charalambos Farantatos
and of Conservatoire National Supérieur de Musique de Paris in the class of Michel



Arrignon for the clarinet and Maurice Bourgue for chamber music. In 1997, at the Carl
Nielsen International Clarinet Competition in Odense, he won the first Prize, the
Orchestra’s Prize and the Audience Prize, while the same year he also won the young
Artist Prize of the Greek Association of Theatre and Music Reviewers.

As a soloist he regularly performs with all the orchestras in Greece, including Athens
State Orchestra, Thessaloniki State Orchestra, Armonia Atenea, Greek National Radio
Symphony and has given concerts with the Aarhus Symphony Orchestra, the
Copenhagen Philharmonic Orchestra, the European Union Wind Ensemble, the Finnish
Radio Symphony Orchestra, the Mexico City Symphony Orchestra, the Odense
Symphony Orchestra, the Southwest Germany Philharmonic Orchestra, the Azerbaijan
National Symphony Orchestra, the Qatar Philharmonic Orchestra, the Rostov
Philharmonic and MusicAeterna Orchestra.

He has performed in Concert halls around the world including the Paris
Philharmonie, Théatre des Champs-Elysées, Berliner Philharmonie, Musikverein and
Konzerthaus in Vienna, Athens Megaron, Palais des Beaux Arts in Brussels, Cologne
Philharmonie, Elbphilharmonie in Hamburg , Gasteig of Munich, Queen Elizabeth Hall
London, Royal Concertgebouw in Amsterdam, Birmingham Symphony Hall, Tivoli
Concert Hall of Copenhagen, Suntory hall in Tokyo, and the Weill Recital Hall in New
York.

He has participated in international festivals such as “The July Musical of
Epidaurus”, the Chamber Music Festival of the Athens Megaron, the Tivoli festival, the
Avignon festival, the Diaghilev festival, the festival of Baden-Baden, the Salzburg festival
and many others.

He is regularly invited as a jury member in numerous international clarinet
competitions, such as the “Carl Nielsen”, “Gheorghe Dima” and “Jacques Lancelot”
competitions, and has given masterclasses and lectures in Music Academies and
foundations all over Europe and the United States such as the Nielsen Society, Bremen
Hochschule, Vandoren Music House, Paderewski Music Academy, and Kutztown
University of Pennsylvania to name a few.

His discography includes the Brahms and Mozart clarinet quintets with the String
Quartet of the Paris Opera Bastille (Agora), the Nielsen concerto with Odense
Symphony Orchestra (Danish Radio), as well as Reflexion des Preludes for clarinet and
orchestra of the Danish composer Erik Bach with the Symphony Orchestra of Aarhus
(Da Capo).

He has worked as principal clarinet with the Mahler Chamber Orchestra with
Claudio Abbado.

The last few years he is the principal clarinet of Utopia Orchestra of Teodor
Currentzis.

He is currently playing with the MusicAeterna Orchestra and Armonia Atenea
Orchestra as a guest solo clarinetist also playing period instruments.



He is solo clarinetist at the Athens State Orchestra and professor of clarinet at the
Athens Conservatory and Goldsmiths University (Athens department).

She has won the Top Prize in the International Violinesporlapaz Competition in Spain
in 2006, the Il Prize in the ART Competition in Thessaloniki, she was also a finalist /
distinguished in: Eurovision competition, Yfrah Neaman, Spohr, Wieniawsky, Fritz
Kreisler, Tibor Varga and Canetti International Violin Competitions.She has performed as
a soloist with the Klassishe Philharmonie Bonn, the Thessaloniki State Orchestra, the
Greek National Radio Symphony Orchestra, the Athens State Orchestra and the
orchestra of the Municipality of Athens.

She has performed recitals in Greece, Germany, the UK, ltaly, Bulgaria, Spain,
Switzerland and Belgium.She regularly performs at the Music Festivals of Koroni, Mani,
Sifnos and Aegina and since 2015 she participated in the Diaghilev Festival under the
conductor Teodor Currentzis.Under the auspices of Villa Musica she has participated in
recordings on German Radio and in chamber music concerts along with: Christian
Altenburger, Oliver Triendl, Rainer Kussmaul, Wen Sinn Yang, Nicolas Chumanchenko,
Wolfgang Meyer, Natalia Prishepenko, Davide Formisano, Rainer Kussmaul and others.

She has worked as a Concertmaster and as assistant at the Klassische Philharmonie
Bonn (2007-2011). She has collaborated with Armonia Atenea (Camerata), with
MusicAeterna, since 2014 she has collaborated as a Concertmaster with the European
Camerata of Berlin while since 2011 she has been working in the 1st Violins and since
2013 as a Principal in the Orchestra of the National Opera House in Athens.During the
Covid-19 lockdown, she relaunched her channel “La Violinistar” on YouTube.In
partnership with the Embassy of Ukraine, she has organized and performed charity
concerts at the German School of Athens and the French Institute of Greece among
other events.

In 2022 Joanna represented the State Scholarship Foundation (IKY) at the 70 year
anniversary event at Stavros Niarchos concert hall.

In 2023 she won a position in the 1st Violins at the Athens State Orchestra. As of 2023



she has been a faculty member of the Philippos Nakas Conservatory.

She was born in Athens in 1972. She studied violin at the Athens Conservatory with
professors Tzoumanis and Apostolidis and earned her diploma in violin in 1995 with
honors.

She participated in lg. Oistrakh’s masterclass in Krems, Austria. She studied
viola as a scholar of the Onassis Foundation, without having previously earned a
diploma in viola, with H. Muller in Vienna Conservatory and later with S. Fuhrlinger in
Vienna Academy. She participated in the World Youth Orchestra from 1996 to 1997
under the auspices of the Berlin Philharmonic Orchestra, as principal and soloist in viola
in concerts and recordings in great venues in Europe and with eminent conductors and
soloists (K. Mazur, Y. Temirkanov, N. Marriner, M. Argerich, Ev. Kissin, M. Maisky).

She returned to Greece and continued her studies in viola at the Athens Conservatory
with Ismini Carter; she earned her diploma in 2001 with honors and received the
“‘Michalis Semsis” award.

She collaborates with the National Symphonic Orchestra of the Hellenic Radio and
Television (1993-1996), the Athens Camerata Orchestra (1997-2007), the Orchestra of
Colours (1995-2003), the Orchestra of the National Opera (2003-2005), the Patras
String Orchestra (2005-2006) among others.

In 2007 she graduated from the Department of Music Studies of the National and
Kapodistrian University of Athens. In 2012, along with her professional activities, she
pursued her postgraduate studies in the lonian University and in 2014 earned a Master
in “Music Interpretation - Viola” with A. Georgotas. Since September 2020 she is Doctor
at the lonian University, after a doctoral dissertation in interpretation about all Johann
Sebastian Bach’s solo sonatas and suites -interpretation, techniques and publication.
During the second semester of the academic year 2020-2021, she taught the course
“Chamber Music” at the Department of Music Studies of the University of loannina, in
the city of Arta.

She wrote and made the following Educational Programmes for the Athens State
Orchestra: Viola Power: the restitution of the historical truth, Gazarte, November 2013,
Play it Presto, Maestro: the History of Symphonical Music in one hour, Athens Concert

Iris Louka is member of the family of violas in the Athens State Orchestra. Since
2007 she serves as a permanent member.

TANIA CHARITOPOULOU - viola

She was born in Neuss, Germany.
She began to study violin at the age of five. In 1984 she came with her family



permanently to Greece. She continued studies with John Vatikiotis at the Hellenic
Conservatory and at the Orphean Conservatory of Athens. She received her Violin
Diploma in 1999. In 2005 she received her viola diploma with the highest grade
“Excellent unanimously and First Prize” at Phaeton Conservatory in Alexandroupolis. At
the same time, she completed her studies in music theory (Harmony Diploma in 2005,
Counterpoint Diploma in 2007).

Tania Charitopoulou often appears in chamber music concerts, either as a duo with
her husband, pianist Athanasios Trikoupis, or in larger ensembles (quartets, quintets,
etc.). She has taught at conservatories and music schools in several towns of north
Greece (Alexandroupolis, Komotini, Orestiada, Xanthi and Thessaloniki) and created the
first student string orchestra in the history of Thrace.
