Michalis Kountouris - violin

Michalis Kountouris was born in Kalamata in 1983 and began studying violin at the
Kalamata Municipal Conservatory in 1991. During his studies, he received numerous
honorary awards in student music competitions. In 2003, he earned his violin diploma from
the Kalamata Municipal Conservatory. Afterwards, he continued his training under A.
Grammatikopoulos.

In 2005, he received his advanced violin diploma from the same conservatory. During
his studies, he also took lessons with T. Ktenaveas in Vienna and participated in various
seminars. He is a graduate of the Department of Music Studies of the National and
Kapodistrian University of Athens. From 2001 to 2012, he worked as a musician with the
orchestra of the Greek National Opera, where he performed frequently as a soloist and
with various chamber music ensembles. He has also taught violin at conservatories and
music schools for many years.

Dionysis Kottaridis - cello

Dionysis Kottaridis was born in Athens in 1974 and holds a degree in Theology from the
University of Athens. In 1998, he received his cello diploma with highest honors from the
Hellenic Conservatory under the tutelage of Dana Chatzigeorgiou. He also holds degrees
in Harmony and Byzantine Music. In the past, he has been a member of the Symphony



Orchestra of the Municipality of Chalkida, the Symphony Orchestra of the Municipality of
Kalamata, and the Athens Chamber Orchestra.

He has collaborated in productions with composers such as Yiannis Markopoulos,
Marios Tokas, Stamatis Spanoudakis, and others. He worked as a cello teacher at the
Music School, Drama for five years.

Since 2005, he has lived in Kalamata, where he works at the Music School as Assistant
Director, specializing in theology and music. He is a scientific collaborator with the Institute
of Educational Policy, developing cello curricula for Music Schools. Since 2007, he has
also been teaching cello at the Kalamata Municipal Conservatory.

loannis Sipsakos - piano

loannis Sipsakos was born in Greece in 1985. He completed his conservatory studies at
the National Conservatory and the Philippos Nakas Conservatory. He continued his
education at the lonian University, specializing in piano performance, under the guidance of
professor Elena Mouzala. He holds two master’s degrees, one in piano and another in
educational sciences. He has attended numerous seminars and masterclasses in piano
performance and pedagogy, working with professors such as Theodore Antoniou, Reinhard
Becker, Edward Zilberkant, Athina Fytika, and Lorenda Rammu, among others.

He currently teaches piano at the Kalamata Music School and the Protypo
Conservatory of Kalamata. He has also taught at children’s activity centers, vocational
institutes, and served as an accompanist for instruments and choirs.

As a soloist, he has performed with the lonian University Orchestra and has given
numerous concerts in various cities across Greece, both in solo recitals, chamber music,
and as part of music ensembiles.
