Biographical Note of the music group “Anatoliko Karavani” (“Orient
Caravan”)

The “Anatoliko Karavani” was created in the summer of 2022 in Kalamata, by
musicians who aim to perform and creatively promote traditional music from
Greece, Asia Minor, the Balkans and the East.

Their repertoire includes songs and tunes associated with the musical routes
of the Mediterranean, such as Epirus, Thrace, the Aegean islands and the coasts
of Asia Minor. Through modern arrangements and natural sound, the group
proposes a fresh approach to tradition, balancing between the old and the new.

Since its foundation, the “Anatoliko (Orient) Caravan” has made numerous
performances in Kalamata and the wider region of Messinia, while recently it
participated in two international events in Spain:

- Tradicionarius 38: Festival Folk Internacional, at the Centre Artesa
Tradicionarius, in Barcelona.

- La XVII Violinada Festival, in Argelaguer.

The group has collaborated with artists from different musical backgrounds,
including: Elias Markantonis, Nikos Diminakis, Alberto Beltrami, Diana Sabri and
Nicasio Moreno.

Gogo Batsikoura - voice, saz

Born and raised in Kalamata. From the age of 6 she came in contact with traditional
dances, while at the age of 12 she started to work with music. She graduated from the
Music High School of Kalamata and continued her studies at the Department of Folk
and Traditional Music of TEI of Epirus (Arta).

She holds a Master’s degree from the programme “Music Culture and
Communication” of the Department of Music Studies of the National and Kapodistrian
University of Athens. She has attended Greek traditional percussion courses with
Lefteris Pavlou, sazzi courses with Baris Bal, Nikola Palaeologos and Cihan Turkoglu,
body percussion with Simone Mongelli, as well as vocal lessons with Katerina
Palaeologou.

Since 2012 until today she teaches tamboura in Music Schools (High Schools) in
Greece. She is a founding member of the duo Muzikal Ifade(2015), with whom she
participated in the release of the group’s first album, and of the music ensemble
Anatoliko Karavani (2022) (the“Orient Caravan”).

She has collaborated with dance clubs, providing musical accompaniment to
traditional dance performances. She has also participated in festivals and musical
events in Greece and abroad, playing and singing.

Dimitris Sureas - percussion

Dimitris Sureas was born and raised in Kalamata. He studied classical percussion at
the Municipal Conservatory of Kalamata, where he was trained on a wide range of
instruments, such as drums, marimba and vibraphone, while participating in music
ensembles, orchestras and concerts. At the same time, he attended traditional
percussion lessons, delving into techniques and rhythms of the Greek and Orient music
traditions.

He is a founding member of the “Orient Caravan” group (2022), bringing his own
performing identity and aesthetics to percussion. He has participated in various musical
projects and has collaborated with musical groups, covering a wide range of idioms
from classical and spoken music to more alternative forms.

Eleni Pertselaki - voice, violin

Eleni Pertselaki was born in Heraklion, Crete in 1982. She studied violin at the
“Apollo” Conservatory and for years she was a member of the string orchestra of the
Municipality of Heraklion. At the same time and until 2000 she was a member of the
youth choir of the Municipality of Heraklion and the vocal ensemble “Thalitas”.

In Italy she studied violin making in Cremona and remained there working as an



instrument maker until 2010 without giving up making music. She performed several
times with the orchestra of the Stradivari School and the symphony orchestra “Mauro
Moruzzi”.

Her return to Greece in 2011 marked a change in her musical preferences, with a
shift to traditional and folk music both from Greece and other modal traditions. Since
then she has attended courses in modal music and traditional violin seminars, has
collaborated with many artists of the genre, has taught at the Music School and the
Byzantine Music School of Kalamata, and has recently taught Greek tunes to
violinists in Catalonia.

Since 2023, she has been running her own workshop for instrument making in
Kalamata.

Sotiria Pappa - voice, ganun

Sotiria Pappa was born and raised in Athens. At the age of 10 she started to learn
the musical instrument kanoon. She is a graduate of the Experimental Music High
School - Lyceum of Pallini. She studied at the Kindergarten School (TEAPI) of the
National and Kapodistrian University of Athens. She continued her musical studies on
the kanoon with Manolis Karpathios, at the same time obtaining a diploma in Byzantine
music.

In 2014 she completed the three-year professional Carl Orff music and movement
education course at the Moraitis School.

She holds a Master’s degree from the programme “Dramatic and Performing Arts in
Education and Lifelong Learning”, University of Peloponnese, which she completed
in 2022.

Since 2010 she has worked in kindergartens and nurseries. She is now a substitute
kindergarten teacher. She has also worked in conservatories, Creative Employment
Centres (KDAP) and dance clubs as a teacher of C. Orff music and movement
education. She has also been teaching kanoon for the last 8 years to children and
adults.

Since 2017 she has lived and worked in Kalamata, and she has participated in the
musical ensemble Orient Karavani since 2022.
