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Tamara Korockin & Andreas Schonhage - piano duo

The piano duo Korockin-Schonhage has been giving concerts in Germany and abroad for
around 30 years, often at international festivals and in collaboration with renowned orchestras
and ensembles. The duo has appeared, among others, at the Cologne Philharmonic
Triennale, the opening of the Beethoven House in Bonn, the Festival Slave in Paris, the
Vaasa and Budva festivals, with the Belgrade Philharmonic, and at the NDR New Music Days
in Hanover. They are regular guests at the renowned annual Beethoven Club festivals in
Bonn.

There are also numerous recordings for radio and television, including for the
Westdeutscher Rundfunk, Norddeutscher Rundfunk, Deutschlandfunk and Deutsche Welle,
NHK (Japan) and many others. Most recently, the duo appeared on Serbian television RTS
with a world premiere of a work by composer N. Bogojevic.

The duo’s discography includes first recordings of works for piano four hands by Richard
Strauss and Eugen d’Albert (CPO), the complete Hungarian Dances by Johannes Brahms
(Telos), as well as the complete piano works of Hermann Unger (Contempora). The duo have
been winners of the Cava de’ Tirreni piano duo competitions (Salerno, Italy, 1990) and the
Franz Schubert Competition (Jesenik, Czech Republic, 1992). In 2003, they were awarded
the Hermann Unger Prize.

Their repertoire includes the complete works for piano four hands by W. A. Mozart, Franz
Schubert, Johannes Brahms, Max Reger and Claude Debussy. At the same time, they turn
their attention to lesser-known compositions and first performances of avant-garde works.
Another important element of their programs are transcriptions of popular works originally
written for other instrumental compositions, for one or two pianos four hands.

Tamara Korockin, born in Belgrade, studied first at the Belgrade Academy of Music and
then at the P. I. Tchaikovsky Conservatory in Moscow, where she completed her studies with
a Soloist Diploma. Since 1989 she has lived in Cologne and works as a piano lecturer at the
University of Cologne.

Andreas Schonhage was born in Cologne. He completed his studies with a Soloist
Diploma at the Robert Schumann Hochschule flr Musik in Dusseldorf. He was the first winner
of the Palma d’Oro piano competition (ltaly) and has been a piano lecturer at the University of
Cologne since 1993.
